The institutional review committee submits its
report and recommendations to the Provost.

The Provost makes a recommendation to the
Associate VP on the continuation, modification
or discontinuation of the program.

Associate VP reviews all documents, contacts
the Provost if questions arise, and notifies the
institution of his/her decision regarding the
program. If the decision is to continue the
program, the program will enter the normal
institutional review cycle.
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
